Casa Mia is off to a good start this year with 25 children. A few staff adjustments have been
made and the ministry is moving smoothly. We expect to pick up 1 or 2 more children in the
next few weeks. God “s provision for this ministry has been more than sufficient. Pray with
us for the salvation of the 5 new children and for Deémides. He is 15 or 16 and shows little
interest in the things of the Lord. Dedmides has been in Casa Mia for nearly 2 years and
has yet to receive Christ as Lord and Savior.

Classes at the Independent Baptist Institute of Discipleship are set to begin Monday,
February 24. The Institute is designed for a smaller enrollment to allow us to spend a
considerable amount of 1 on 1 time with each student, however, it seems we may have a
smaller than usual student body this year with only 4 or 5 fulltime students and a couple of
part-timers. Often, we have a few students sign up at the last minute. At any rate, we are
looking forward to ministering to and with whomever God sends. Pray with us and the
students.

Karen seems to be doing fine. As instructed, she is still using a walker. Late this month she
will have a full checkup to see if there is more new bone growth. We desire God “s will to be
done concerning her femur but are asking Him to let the bone heal. If He chooses to do
otherwise Karen will probably need a second surgery. Our lifestyle has been adjusted as
we deal with this challenge together. We are convinced that God is allowing this for His
glory and purposes. Thank you for your concerned prayer.
